TRUSTEES' REPORT
FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 AUGUST 2022

The trustees present their annual report together with the accounts and auditor's report of the charitable company
for the year 1 September 2021 to 31 August 2022. The annual report serves the purposes of both a trustees' report,
and a directors' report and strategic report under company law.

The academy trust operates three primary schools and one secondary school in Cambridgeshire.

Structure, governance and management
Constitution

The academy trust is a company limited by guarantee and an exempt charity. The charitable company's
memorandum and articles of association are the primary governing documents of the academy trust.

The trustees of Staploe Education Trust are also the directors of the charitable company for the purposes of
company law. Details of the trustees who served during the year, and to the date these accounts are approved, are
included in the Reference and Administrative Details on page 1.

Members' liability

Each member of the charitable company undertakes to contribute to the assets of the charitable company in the
event of it being wound up while they are a member, or within one year after they cease to be a member, such
amount as may be required, not exceeding £10, for the debts and liabilities contracted before they ceased to be a
member.

Trustees' indemnities
The academy trust has opted into the Department for Education’s Risk Protection Arrangement (RPA), an
alternative to insurance where UK government funds cover losses that arise. This scheme protects trustees and

officers from claims arising from negligent acts, errors or omissions occurring whilst on academy trust business,
and provides cover up to £10,000,000.

Method of recruitment and appointment or election of trustees

The revised articles require that the trust shall have not less than three Trustees, with no maximum. Up to 13
Trustees can be appointed by the Members and up to 4 school Trustees appointed by the Trustees from
nominations made by our school advisory bodies. There shall be a minimum of two parent Trustees. If the Trustees
do not approve the appointment of any or all nominees, then the Trustees may appoint other individuals as school
Trustees. The Board contains Trustees with a range of skills and experience and care is taken to ensure this
balance remains when recruiting new Trustees.

Policies and procedures adopted for the induction and training of frustees
The Trust subscribes to a professional service for induction, support, development and training of trustees.

Organisational structure

The Trust has five committees at Trust level: Trust Board, Risk and Audit Committee, Finance Committee,
Infrastructure Committee, Trust Review Committee and the School Performance Committee.

The Risk and Audit Committee provides scrutiny across all areas of financial and performance management. The
Finance Committee exercises powers and duties in respect of financial matters, the functions delegated to
Infrastructure Committee include exercising powers and duties in respect of premises, HR, health and safety, and
ICT strategy. The Trust Review Committee agrees payment of discretions and performance management decisions.
The Trust Performance Committee provides scrutiny of KPIs across all trust schools.

The Executive Headteacher is the Accounting Officer for the Trust and the Operations Director is the Chief Finance
Officer and Company Secretary. The Trust has four School Advisory Bodies to support each school.

With regard to the Trust’s charitable activities, the Trust's academies undertake the following significant activities for
the benefit of the local inhabitants, including those that are socially and economically disadvantaged:

- Numerous partnerships with charitable organisations and other local agencies to support the local
community through targeted partnership interventions.

» Outreach work for example through the provision of a community choir.

Public benefit

The key benefit delivered by the trustees is the provision of high quality education to all its pupils in all four schools.
Trustees have paid due regard to the published guidance on public benefit published by the Charity Commission in
exercising their powers and duties.

Mission Statement

Our Trust provides high quality education for the children of our community through every phase of their school
journey. Each of our four schools has its own identity, driven by the core values and vision of the Trust. They have
a strong ethos of achievement and care. They provide rich curriculum experiences and inspiring opportunities
which threads from preschool, through primary and into secondary school.

Our Trust prides itself on its highly ethical culture which has safeguarding at its heart. Relationships are strong.
Support and collaboration within, and between, all the schools bring benefit to all. All staff benefit from creative,
evidence-based professional development.

Together with parents and carers, we work to tackle the barriers children face in their learning and development, so
that every child will aim high, remain safe and thrive. Based at the heart of our community, we contribute to the
creation of excellence in education through partnership.

Strategic report
Achievements and performance

Following the COVID-19 school closures of the previous years, schools remained open for the entire academic
year. However, there were significant staff and pupil absences due to COVID infection, particularly in the autumn
term 2021 and spring term 2022, which required some non-specialist class cover and a handful of class closures in
the primary schools.

Many COVID protective measures remained in place during the academic year. This impacted the school day and
restricted the mixing of groups of children and adults. In particular, the primary schools remained subject to
restrictions as a result of risk assessment, and there may have been some detrimental impact on socialisation
among children and the strength of teams among adults.

In all schools, there was a clear focus on the curriculum as the main vehicle for progress. Our schools did not use
the language of catch up or recovery but did focus on what children and young people already knew and could do,
and what they needed to learn or know next. Specific funded interventions were deployed through the National
Tutoring Programme and by using the Recovery Premium.

In our primary schools there was a significant challenge in writing, both as a sustained fine motor activity and as a
skill which had been least well addressed through periods of home/remote learning.  With support from Soham
Village College, the Trust is providing support for learners who are capable of achieving greater depth in their
writing.

Outcomes for 2021-22 reflected the greater challenges faced by our children and young people who are
disadvantaged and those with additional educational needs. Despite best efforts, it is clear that some barriers to
learning hampered good progress during the year. Our schools continue to work hard to overcome those barriers
for all children and to tackle educational inequalities. Although outcomes for 2021-22 are not capable of
comparison as a result of the pandemic and its uneven impact across schools, Soham Village College students
made very good progress overall, placing the school among the top 10% in the East of England.
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The Trust has a number of strategic priorities to improve the quality of its work in its schools. The Trust subscribed
to the Education Staff Well-being Charter created by the Department for Education. In 2021-22, the Trust
implemented clinical supervision for those in full time counselling work in our schools and offered therapeutic
supervision to some of those who work in emotionally demanding roles. By the end of the year, the number of
sessions required doubled. Similarly, the Trust was proactive in offering welfare support through its HR department
and referrals to the Employer Assistance Programme which doubled during the year. The Trust is investing £10,000
in renewing the showers at the Ross Peers Sports Centre. This has community benefit but also assists our staff
who wish to cycle or run to work. The Sports Centre has agreed to allow all Trust staff to purchase discounted
membership in return as a welfare benefit to our staff.

The Trust has attracted two charity funded pilot projects to the community to serve the families in our schools as a
result of its membership of the East Cambridgeshire Mental Health Collaboration. Work in each of the schools to
support the mental health and well-being of our children and young people has broadened its ambition further to
identify need and provide appropriate support or referral.

There is strategic shift to place SEND classroom provision more securely within training and development of high-
quality teaching. In 2019, only 41% of teachers nationally reported that there was appropriate training in place for
supporting students receiving SEN Support (DfE School snapshot survey). The government’s ‘SEND Review’ green
paper (March 2022) outlines their proposals on changes to systems and approaches. Regardless of which of their
proposals are eventually implemented, it is obvious that we need to improve SEND provision for young people in
schools.

The Trust has ensured that teachers have better support to adopt more effective strategies to support children and
young people with additional needs. A pilot at The Weatheralls Primary School will roll out comprehensively next
year in our primary schools, and become more explicit in our monitoring cycles. At Soham Village College there is
a clear aim of bringing SEND in line with teaching and learning: we want to ensure every adult working with SEND
students feels confident and capable in delivering expert provision that allows them to thrive.

The Trust reviewed its principles for curriculum in its schools. Although the schools have freedom to develop
curriculum to meet the needs of their very local community, that curriculum adheres to Trust principles:

The Staploe Education Trust expects each school to design and deliver a curriculum which is appropriate and
responsive to the needs of the learners in its community, and which is:

o Ambitious, driving the highest expectations of what children and young people can know, do and
understand. Learners will excel.

- Broad, rich and balanced, providing extensive curricular and extra-curricular opportunities to deepen
knowledge, to build social and cultural capital. Learners will develop a love of learning.

- Coherent, ensuring no learning sits in isolation but is supported and enriched across subjects and
throughout the learning journey. Content is carefully sequenced. The curriculum will be designed to
maximise effective learning.

- Deep, designed so that knowledge is revisited, reframed and retained. Skills are acquired securely so that
they can be transferred. Learners will develop fluency and agency. They become independent thinkers
and questioners — acquiring a firm foundation for lifelong learning and the capacity to contribute to new
knowledge and scientific and technological change.

- Inclusive, accessible to learners of all abilities and backgrounds and in which diversity is celebrated and
equity pursued, to enable all students, and including disadvantaged and SEND students to succeed. The
curriculum will address inequalities.

. Values-driven so children take responsibility for themselves and their actions, and are respectful. The
curriculum will promote an understanding of rights and responsibilities, of global citizenship and of
sustainable development. Learners will challenge injustice and intolerance in all its forms.

- Empowering, promoting wellbeing and positive relationships, enabling young people to build their
resilience, adopt healthy choices, experience risk and adventure and develop essential skills and
attributes. Learners will thrive.
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The Trust Schools work in partnership with the Cambridge University Museum. Curriculums include teaching from
museum objects to enhance learning across the curriculum. In particular, this museum learning thread will build:

o Cultural capital and cultural literacy

« Confidence in handling and observing objects through development of Slow Looking

« Oracy, dialogue and discourse

« Vocabulary enrichment and development

» Aspiration about jobs and world of work as a result of opportunities within the museum sector
- Positive experiences of museums to encourage a lifelong love of learning

The Trust had the promotion of diversity and equality as a strategic aim in 2021-22. A cross-school collaboration
created two Diversity Days to enhance curriculum experiences in the primary schools, led by The Shade. All
schools have developed their libraries and other resources to reflect this priority. The Trust has reviewed its HR
functions to identify areas in the recruitment process that we would be able to deliver a clear message about our
Trust stance on diversity and inclusion.

The Trust has had sustainability as a strategic objective. It is undergoing extensive research to identify and
implement key aspects of a programme to improve sustainability across the schools.

In a difficult financial climate, the Trust took a difficult decision to restructure Nursery provision at The Weatheralls
Primary School.

Our Safeguarding Culture

Our family of schools has a strong and effective safeguarding culture. Safeguarding is particularly effective
because everyone is expected to know and understand about safeguarding. Everything we do, and the ways in
which we behave, all contribute to a strong culture of safeguarding on our Trust.

We have a shared vision for safeguarding.

Everyone involved with our schools is expected to share a common purpose to protect children and adults from
harm, and to create an environment in which individuals thrive. This responsibility sits with our staff, our parents,
our governors, our community, even our students. Everyone is expected to be informed about safeguarding.
Everyone has a responsibility to be alert and become curious if something doesn’t seem quite right.

Everyone is expected to behave in a way which contributes to a safe and happy learning environment. This means
that all adults and young people are expected to treat others with respect and not behave in anyway which might
cause harm to anyone else. Anyone who needs to raise a concern can feel confident that it will be taken seriously
and handled appropriately.

Safeguarding is everyone’s job.

Our school leaders work hard to make sure that our schools are safe and happy environment in which children and
young people can learn and develop. They make sure that all safeguarding policies and procedures are fit for
purpose and that they are communicated clearly so that everyone understands what is expected of them.
Curriculum and learning are regularly reviewed to keep pace with changing risks and the needs of our pupils.
Leaders are not afraid to tackle difficult issues in order to maintain a high quality, safe learning environment.

Together we develop good knowledge of local risks and help our pupils learn how to keep themselves safe.

Safeguarding leaders develop expertise about safeguarding and share their learning across the Trust. Our
safeguarding leaders deal with every concern in a professional and proportionate manner. They make sure that
their records are well organised and carefully maintained so that important details are not missed. They are
tenacious in following up concerns. They work well with external agencies to make sure that partnerships
strengthen our safeguarding work.

We work hard to get the right help available to our children and young people as early as possible. We try hard to
identify any cause for concern and to put help in place before it gets worse.

Everyone involved in our governance is trained and informed about safeguarding. They use their knowledge to
make sure that our safeguarding procedures are compliant. They check that our systems of external, self and peer
review are working well, so that we can be checked and challenged to reach the highest possible standards of care.

Everyone involved in our governance makes sure that we are open and held to account for the quality of
safeguarding.
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Key performance indicators

The main financial performance indicator is the level of reserves held at the Balance Sheet date. Funds have been
used to support the teaching and teaching assistant structure at The Weatheralls in their objectives to improve
outcomes for pupils, particularly in light of the higher than average additional needs of some pupils. The Board is
mindful to ensure that spending against the receipt of the General Annual Grant (GAG) is appropriate and levels of
reserves are monitored carefully to ensure they are not excessive. The Trust's approach is that in general terms
the income received in any one year is spent for the benefit of those children in the school that year, whilst
recognising the need to balance resources over time.

As the majority of funding is based on pupil numbers in the four schools this is also a key performance indicator.
Pupil numbers in the secondary school continue to remain above LA forecast figures, with the school remaining
popular for out of catchment families. Pupil numbers in two of the three primary schools remain consistent year-on-
year, with one seeing a falling roll due to low birth rates within the locality.

Managing Conflicts of Interest
All Members, Trustees, Advisory Body Members and Trust senior staff complete a Pecuniary Interest form at the
start of each financial year and this appears as an agenda item on every Risk and Audit committee meeting.

All Members, Trustees, Advisory Body Members and Trust senior staff are required to complete a Declaration of
Interests form at the start of each financial year. In addition, all governance meeting attendees are required to state
any interests at the start of every meeting.

There have been no issues raised during this financial year.

Staff turnover

The Trustees are kept aware of employee matters particularly with respect to staff leavers. Since the pandemic
there has been an increase in staff turnover year on year as staff take promotional roles or have taken the decision
to relocate closer to family networks.

Governance and Leadership

Governance remained largely virtual, though a greater number of meetings have been held in person where safe to
do so. Governance has continued to be effective ensuring that the Trust maintains its clarity of vision and purpose,
underpinned by active management of risk, robust accountability and oversight of financial performance.

The key areas of focus have included;

. The Trust updated its Articles of Association in March 2022.

» The Trust comprehensively reviewed its Scheme of Delegation in 2022. As a result, greater responsibility
for the scrutiny of school performance data has passed to the School Advisory Bodies while the School
Performance Committee undertakes a wider remit for the quality of education across Trust schools.

« The Trust has undertaken NGA and CST training on the governance of safeguarding. As a result, the Trust
has put in place more robust Trust-wide reporting and scrutiny.

Operations and Estates

The Trust invested strategically to deliver high quality support to its schools through well developed and integrated
services.

Following a further successful CIF (Capital Improvement Fund) bid, the extensive project of replacing roofs at
Soham Village College has now been completed, significantly improving energy efficiency.

Plans for the building of a 3G pitch at Soham Village College are now well underway with a formal application being
submitted to the Football Foundation. The project will be for the benefit of students and pupils across the Trust as
well as community groups of all ages and genders.
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Community Benefit

o In addition to our regular community lettings and participation in numerous community events, Soham
Village College continues to host a weekly Park Run; which has seen growth in participation numbers.

- The Trust engages in regular meetings with local community leaders in order to understand and support
local issues. This has included the provision of food and support to families who are struggling.

» The Trust schools in Soham take part in the town Remembrance Sunday parade each year and lay
wreaths at the memorial.

- The Trust Executive Headteacher works with the core delivery group to support the Primary Care Network
in identifying priorities for integrated service development, including project team for services relating to
Child and Adolescent Mental Health. The Trust works on behalf of all schools as part of the East Cambs
Mental Health Collaborative.

- The Trust is developing a strategic relationship with the Soham Comrades Band and has constructed a
plan to increase the number of young people who learn a brass instrument and who will be able to join a
revitalised youth community band. The Brass Roots project is attracting external funding.

o The Trust runs a community choir which performs in Ely Cathedral at Christmas.

o The Trust works in partnership with the Staploe Medical Centre to deliver key messages, for instance
about local vaccination availability.

» The Weatheralls Primary School cooked and delivered a Christmas lunch for families who would struggle
to provide one.

o The Trust is at an advanced stage in bringing a 3G pitch for school and community use, particularly to
benefit the two town football clubs.

» The Trust has supported the Ross Peers Sports Centre in some refurbishment and remedial health and
safety work in return for subsidised gym membership for staff which increases the user footfall for the
community sports centre.

Going concern

After making appropriate enquiries, the Trust has a reasonable expectation that it has adequate resources to
continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future. For this reason, it continues to adopt the going
concern basis in preparing the financial statements. Further details regarding the adoption of the going concern
basis can be found in the Statement of Accounting Policies.

Financial review

The Trust is in a sound financial position with pupil roll remaining consistent in three of the four schools, with the
falling roll in our largest primary school due to low birth rate being managed carefully as the school transitions to a
two-form entry school.

The majority of funding is received from the government driven by a formula based largely on the pupil roll. The
Trustees consider expenditure is meeting the key objectives of the Trust. The Trust holds reserves that should be
sufficient to deal with emergencies.

At 31 August 2022 unrestricted income funds amounted to £891,548 (2021 - £712,653) and restricted income funds
of £638,968 (2021 - £669,108) excluding the pension scheme deficit. The fixed asset fund amounts to £35,848,401
(2021 - £36,407,818) the assets of which are used exclusively for the provision of education.

The deficit of the Academy's share of the Local Government Pension Scheme amounted to £1,010,000 (2021 -
£7,763,000). During the year the schemes liability decreased by £6,753,000 (2021 - increased by £2,148,000).

At 31 August 2022 total reserves amounted to £36,368,917 (2021 - £30,026,579).

Reserves policy
We continue to invest significantly in our schools' infrastructure. However, Trustees are aware of the need to
maintain sufficient reserves to cover unexpected expenditure and to help maintain current service provision.

The Trustees recognise that even though NFF funding is being received by the schools it remains necessary to
build reserves where possible to aid the schools with specific projects in the future to support pupil progress and
attainment.

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The Trustees have agreed to hold cash reserves that are valued as follows;
- A minimum value of 1 months budgeted salary costs calculated each academic year;
« A maximum value that will not exceed 2 months budgeted salary costs calculated each academic year
without being referred to the Trust Board for further discussion and decision.

Investment policy
The Trust holds cash at bank; which receives some interest. It has an open-minded view to the use of its reserves
and will consider different ideas as to how to invest appropriate levels of reserve funds.

Principal risks and uncertainties

» School funding is insufficient to meet the rising costs of utilities and resources, and the nationally agreed
pay increases.

- There is a high level of special education need across the Trust, particularly concentrated at The
Weatheralls Primary School. The cost of provision to meet the needs of children with EHCP and those
with additional needs that do not meet that threshold, far outstrip the notional funding for this in the
school’s grant.

- Recruitment is very challenging. It is difficult to maintain complete levels of good staffing in our schools.
Unfilled posts are to the detriment of provision in schools which meets the needs of our children.

Financial and risk management objectives and policies
The Trust does not consider it has any material financial risk that cannot be met from current reserves.

The Trust has an effective system of internal control. Where significant financial risk remains, Trustees have
ensured they have adequate insurance cover.

The Trust manages a risk register and policies for on-going review and monitoring of identified risks.

Fundraising

The Trust does not engage in public fundraising. During 2021/22 the Trust did not engage any external professional
fundraisers. Donations in the year totalled £22,033 (2021 - £14,443).

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The Trust has followed the 2022 HM Government Environmental Reporting Guidelines. The Trust has also used the
GHG Reporting Protocol - Corporate Standard and have used the 2022 UK Governments Conversion Factors for
Company Reporting.

Intensity measurement

The chosen intensity measurement ratio is total gross emissions in metric tonnes CO2 equivalent per pupil, the
recommended ratio for the sector.

Measures taken to improve energy efficiency
As a Trust the following measures have been taken:

o The Trust wide waste management contract has been renewed ensuring reduced costs and all waste
collected is now converted to energy.

- The BMS systems have been set to ensure reduced usage during holidays periods and where possible
during the working day.

- Staff have been encouraged to close windows and doors where safe to do so.

o Bike sheds have been installed at all schools for both students/pupils and staff, reducing the need to use
motor vehicles.

Future planned measures to improve energy efficiency
As a Trust the following measures are planned in addition to those now in place:

« Capital Investment Fund (CIF) bids are being prepared for replacement windows and doors in the oldest
parts of our buildings at Soham Village College where they currently provide little energy efficiency.

- A survey is being undertaken to ascertain how our oldest boilers can be replaced at Soham Village College
with more sustainable options.

o The Trust team are working closely with the developers to ensure that our new primary school in Kennett,
due to open in 2024, is energy efficient.

- There is a costed plan to install remaining areas at Soham Village College with LED lighting.

« All schools will move to the same BMS system to ensure greater efficiency when manging the system.

Employee involvement and employment of the disabled

Employees have been consulted on issues of concern to them by means of regular consultative committee and
staff meetings and have been informed on specific matters directly by management. The Trust carries out exit
interviews for all staff leaving the organisation and has adopted a procedure of upward feedback for senior
management and the Trustees.

The academy has implemented a number of detailed policies in relation to all aspects of personnel matters
including:

» Equal Opportunities policy
« Volunteers’ policy
- Health & Safety Policy

In accordance with the academy’s Equal Opportunities Policy, the academy has long established fair employment
practices in the recruitment, selection, retention and training of disabled staff.

Review of value for money

As accounting officer the Executive Headteacher has responsibility for ensuring that the academy trust delivers
good value in the use of public resources. The accounting officer understands that value for money refers to the
educational and wider societal outcomes achieved in return for the taxpayer resources received.

o The use of effective procurement processes and the close management of contractors has delivered
benefits across a range of areas including premises and ICT. Management information systems have been
reviewed, and further developed our strategic asset management and planning across our schools.

» The Trust has also built on the effective use of resources across our schools and have been able to deliver
a range of support including development of innovative staffing solutions across our primary schools,
recycling our older computers either for sale, or for use in our primary schools and cross cover for support
staff roles. In this year we have continued to build on the shared roles and joint working arrangements
around our SEN support and Home-School support for our schools.

The purpose of the system of internal control

The system of internal control is designed to manage risk to a reasonable level rather than to eliminate all risk of
failure to achieve policies, aims and objectives. It can therefore only provide reasonable and not absolute assurance
of effectiveness.

Accounting policies

A summary of the principal accounting policies adopted (which have been applied consistently, except where
noted), judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty, is set out below.

Basis of preparation

The accounts of the academy trust, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared under
the historical cost convention in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard Applicable in the UK and
Republic of Ireland (FRS 102), the Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended
Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (Charities SORP (FRS 102)), the Academies Accounts
Direction 2021 to 2022 issued by ESFA, the Charities Act 2011 and the Companies Act 20086.

Staploe Education Trust meets the definition of a public benefit entity under FRS 102.

The accounts are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the academy trust. Monetary
amounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £.

Going concern

The trustees assess whether the use of going concern is appropriate, ie whether there are any material
uncertainties related to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the ability of the charitable
company to continue as a going concern. The trustees have made this assessment in respect of a period of at
least one year from the date of authorisation for issue of the accounts and have concluded that the academy
trust has adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future and there are no
material uncertainties about the academy trust’s ability to continue as a going concern. Thus they continue to
adopt the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the accounts.

Income

All incoming resources are recognised when the academy trust has entitlement to the funds, the receipt is
probable and the amount can be measured reliably.

Grants

Grants are included in the statement of financial activities on a receivable basis. The balance of income
received for specific purposes but not expended during the period is shown in the relevant funds on the
balance sheet. Where income is received in advance of meeting any performance-related conditions there is
not unconditional entittement to the income and its recognition is deferred and included in creditors as
deferred income until the performance-related conditions are met. Where entitlement occurs before income is
received, the income is accrued.

General Annual Grant is recognised in full in the statement of financial activities in the period for which it is
receivable, and any abatement in respect of the period is deducted from income and recognised as a liability.

Capital grants are recognised in full when there is an unconditional entitlement to the grant. Unspent amounts
of capital grants are reflected in the balance sheet in the restricted fixed asset fund. Capital grants are
recognised when there is entittement and are not deferred over the life of the asset on which they are
expended.

Sponsorship income

Sponsorship income provided to the academy trust which amounts to a donation is recognised in the
statement of financial activities in the period in which it is receivable (where there are no performance-related
conditions), where the receipt is probable and it can be measured reliably.

Donations

Donations are recognised on a receivable basis (where there are no performance-related conditions) where
the receipt is probable and the amount can be reliably measured.

Other income

Other income, including the hire of facilities, is recognised in the period it is receivable and to the extent the
academy trust has provided the goods or services.

Donated goods, facilities and services

Goods donated for resale are included at fair value, being the expected proceeds from sale less the expected
costs of sale. If it is practical to assess the fair value at receipt, it is recognised in stock and ‘Income from
other trading activities’. Upon sale, the value of the stock is charged against ‘Income from other trading
activities’ and the proceeds are recognised as ‘Income from other trading activities’. Where it is impractical to
fair value the items due to the volume of low value items they are not recognised in the accounts until they are
sold. This income is recognised within ‘Income from other trading activities’.

Donated fixed assets

Donated fixed assets are measured at fair value unless it is impractical to measure this reliably, in which case
the cost of the item to the donor is used. The gain is recognised as income from donations and a
corresponding amount is included in the appropriate fixed asset category and depreciated over the useful
economic life in accordance with the academy trust‘s accounting policies.

Expenditure

Expenditure is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to transfer economic benefit to a
third party, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement, and the amount of
the obligation can be measured reliably.

Expenditure is classified by activity. The costs of each activity are made up of the total of direct costs and
shared costs, including support costs involved in undertaking each activity. Direct costs attributable to a single
activity are allocated directly to that activity. Shared costs which contribute to more than one activity and
support costs which are not attributable to a single activity are apportioned between those activities on a basis
consistent with the use of resources. Central staff costs are allocated on the basis of time spent, and
depreciation charges are allocated on the portion of the asset's use.

All resources expended are inclusive of irrecoverable VAT.

Expenditure on raising funds

This includes all expenditure incurred by the academy trust to raise funds for its charitable purposes and
includes costs of all fundraising activities events and non-charitable trading.

Charitable activities

These are costs incurred on the academy trust's educational operations, including support costs and costs
relating to the governance of the academy trust apportioned to charitable activities.

Governance costs

These include the costs attributable to the academy trust's compliance with constitutional and statutory
requirements, including audit, strategic management, trustees' meetings and reimbursed expenses.

Tangible fixed assets and depreciation

Assets costing £1,000 or more are capitalised as tangible fixed assets and are carried at cost, net of
depreciation and any provision for impairment.

Where tangible fixed assets have been acquired with the aid of specific grants, either from the government or
from the private sector, they are included in the balance sheet at cost and depreciated over their expected
useful economic life. Where there are specific conditions attached to the funding that require the continued
use of the asset, the related grants are credited to a restricted fixed asset fund in the statement of financial
activities and carried forward in the balance sheet. Depreciation on the relevant assets is charged directly to
the restricted fixed asset fund in the statement of financial activities. Where tangible fixed assets have been
acquired with unrestricted funds, depreciation on such assets is charged to the unrestricted fund.

Depreciation is provided on all tangible fixed assets other than freehold land, at rates calculated to write off
the cost of each asset on a straight line basis over its expected useful life, as follows:

Freehold property No depreciation on land. Buildings 2%.
Leasehold property No depreciation on land. Buildings 2%.
Computer equipment 33.33%

Fixtures, fittings & equipment 10%

A review for impairment of a fixed asset is carried out if events or changes in circumstances indicate that the
carrying value of any fixed asset may not be recoverable. Shortfalls between the carrying value of fixed assets
and their recoverable amounts are recognised as impairments. Impairment losses are recognised in the
statement of financial activities.

Liabilities

Liabilities are recognised when there is an obligation at the balance sheet date as a result of a past event, it is
probable that a transfer of economic benefit will be required in settlement, and the amount of the settlement
can be estimated reliably. Liabilities are recognised at the amount that the academy trust anticipates it will pay
to settle the debt or the amount it has received as advanced payments for the goods of services it must
provide.

Leased assets
Rentals under operating leases are charged on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Financial instruments

The academy trust only holds basic financial instruments as defined in FRS 102. The financial assets and
financial liabilities of the academy trust and their measurement basis are as follows.

Financial assets

Trade and other debtors are basic financial instruments and are debt instruments measured at amortised cost.
Prepayments are not financial instruments.

Cash at bank is classified as a basic financial instrument and is measured at face value.

Financial liabilities

Trade creditors, accruals and other creditors are financial instruments, and are measured at amortised cost.
Taxation and social security are not included in the financial instruments disclosure definition.

Deferred income is not deemed to be a financial liability, as the cash settlement has already taken place and
there is an obligation to deliver services rather than cash or another financial instrument.

Stock

Stock is valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Net realisable value is based on estimated selling
price less further costs to completion and disposal. Provision is made for obsolete and slow moving stock.

Taxation

The academy trust is considered to pass the tests set out in Paragraph 1 Schedule 6 of the Finance Act 2010
and therefore it meets the definition of a charitable company for UK corporation tax purposes. Accordingly, the
academy trust is potentially exempt from taxation in respect of income or capital gains received within
categories covered by chapter 3 part 11 of the Corporation Tax Act 2010 or Section 256 of the Taxation of
Chargeable Gains Act 1992, to the extent that such income or gains are applied exclusively to charitable
purposes.

Pensions benefits

Retirement benefits to employees of the academy trust are provided by the Teachers' Pension Scheme (TPS")
and the Local Government Pension Scheme (LGPS'). These are defined benefit schemes and the assets are
held separately from those of the academy trust.

The TPS is an unfunded scheme and contributions are calculated to spread the cost of pensions over
employees' working lives with the academy trust in such a way that the pension cost is a substantially level
percentage of current and future pensionable payroll. The contributions are determined by the Government
Actuary based on quadrennial valuations using a prospective unit credit method. The TPS is an unfunded
multi-employer scheme with no underlying assets to assign between employers. Consequently, the TPS is
treated as a defined contribution scheme for accounting purposes and the contributions are recognised in the
period to which they relate.

The LGPS is a funded multi-employer scheme and the assets are held separately from those of the academy
trust in separate trustee administered funds. Pension scheme assets are measured at fair value and liabilities
are measured on an actuarial basis using the projected unit credit method and discounted at a rate equivalent
to the current rate of return on a high-quality corporate bond of equivalent term and currency to the liabilities.
The actuarial valuations are obtained at least triennially and are updated at each balance sheet date. The
amounts charged to net income or expenditure are the current service costs and the costs of scheme
introductions, benefit changes, settlements and curtailments. They are included as part of staff costs as
incurred. Net interest on the net defined benefit liability/asset is also recognised in the statement of financial
activities and comprises the interest cost on the defined benefit obligation and interest income on the scheme
assets, calculated by multiplying the fair value of the scheme assets at the beginning of the period by the rate
used to discount the benefit obligations. The difference between the interest income on the scheme assets
and the actual return on the scheme assets is recognised in other recognised gains and losses. Actuarial
gains and losses are recognised immediately in other recognised gains and losses.

Fund accounting

Unrestricted income funds represent those resources which may be used towards meeting any of the
charitable objects of the academy trust at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted fixed asset funds are resources which are to be applied to specific capital purposes imposed by
funders where the asset acquired or created is held for a specific purpose.

Restricted general funds comprise all other restricted funds received with restrictions imposed by the funder/
donor and include grants from the Department for Education Group.

Critical accounting estimates and areas of judgement

Accounting estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and
other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the
circumstances.

Critical accounting estimates and assumptions

The academy trust makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting accounting
estimates and assumptions will, by definition, seldom equal the related actual results. The estimates and
assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets
and liabilities within the next financial year are discussed below.

Tangible fixed assets are recognised at cost or valuation, less accumulated depreciation and any impairment.
Depreciation takes place over the estimated useful life, down to the assessed residual value. The carrying
amount of the academy's fixed assets is tested as soon as changed conditions show that a need for
impairment has arisen.

The present value of the Local Government Pension Scheme defined benefit liability depends on a number of
factors that are determined on an actuarial basis using a variety of assumptions. The assumptions used in
determining the net cost or income for pensions include the discount rate. Any changes in these assumptions,
which are disclosed in note 22, will impact the carrying amount of the pension liability. Furthermore a roll
forward approach which projects results from the latest full actuarial valuation performed at 31 March 2019
has been used by the actuary in valuing the pensions liability at 31 August 2022. Any differences between the
figures derived from the roll forward approach and a full actuarial valuation would impact on the carrying
amount of the pension liability.
